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Introduction to  the Intervention Planning and Assessment System (IPAS) 

 
Overview  

 
IPAS is an electronic system for managing universal screening and progress monitoring data, 
graphing and displaying student data, and enhancing decision making in a Response to Intervention 
(RTI) system.  It allows teachers and administrators to screen all students in a broad range of 
subjects, including reading, math and written language, as well as to track behavioral issues.  Based 
on that screening, students identified as needing intervention to maintain adequate academic or 
behavioral progress can then be monitored and tracked in the IPAS. 

 
There are four levels, or clusters, of data in the system: 
 

1. a school and grade level list of students 
2. a list of students in interventions 
3. individual student pages with data, graphs, and other documents 
4. group or cohort graphs for tracking individual progress against the group. 

 
Together, these data clusters allow for the identification and tracking of students who have either 
academic or behavior issues and may need interventions to succeed.   The school and grade level 
student lists allow tracking of screening for all students in the district.  The student intervention 
lists allow teachers and administrators to monitor individual students receiving interventions and 
to track their progress.  In addition, the individual student pages provide simple graphs that allow 
students to follow their own progress as they improve.  The cohort functions were added to allow 
teachers and administrators to track both group progress and individual progress against the 
group.  This may allow for long term evaluation of both individual student performance and the 
effectiveness of a particular intervention in helping students. 

 
IPAS Functionality  
 
IPAS has four main functions: 
 

1. group data management and sorting 
2. intervention selection 
3. progress monitoring , and 
4. reporting 

 
For one of any specified number of reading, math, written language, or behavior assessments, IPAS 
is designed to store and manage initial screening data by school, grade, and screening period.  IPAS 
currently includes the DIBELS, IDEL, Maze CBM, and Math CBM assessments, as well as several 
teacher defined behavioral assessment measures.  Any assessment, academic or behavioral, can be 
added to the system, as long as goals, scoring, and intervention protocols can be fixed and described 
in detail.   
 
The IPAS School Student List includes screening data for all students in the district that are 
screened.  Currently student screening data can be selected, or filtered, by: 
 

1. subject, 
2. assessment, 
3. grade, and 
4. benchmark period. 
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Assessment screening data can be sorted and grouped on any column of data included.  Data can 
also be filtered for particular values in a column.  These columns always include: 
 

1. student name, 
2. teacher, 
3. test score. 

 
Multiple test scores can be displayed at the same time, so a student having trouble in multiple areas 
can be identified simply. 
 
As part of the screening list selection process, some columns of data may be shown or not shown, to 
allow the user to customize what they see.  These optional display columns include: 
 

1. score percentile, 
2. DIBELS risk status, 
3. DIBELS instructional recommendation, 
4. student race/ethnicity, 
5. student program assignments, e.g. SpEd, ELL, etc., 
6. any or all of three intervention teachers 

 
IPAS becomes even more powerful because it can identify students scoring below a user-specified 
threshold score on a given assessment.  For TTSD, the default threshold is the lowest 20 percent of 
student scores, per EBIS specifications.  Students scoring in the lowest 20 percent are identified 
automatically and highlighted in red to allow teachers and specialists to evaluate the need for an 
intervention.   The next 10 percent of low scoring students are highlighted in yellow to identify 
students at risk for needing interventions.  In defining the list, the threshold may be set to any 
number, allowing users in other districts, with potentially different threshold levels, the flexibility 
to use IPAS. 
 
Once a student is selected for intervention, a specialist or teacher may add that student to the 
intervention tracking functions within IPAS.  Adding a student to the Intervention Student List 
provides a portal to individual student progress monitoring.  IPAS allows teachers and specialists to 
enter information from the Group Intervention Planning Form into an intervention profile, add and 
change intervention protocols, add any pertinent student documents, as well as enter and track 
progress using progress monitoring scores.  Once individual student information is accessed by a 
user, separate pages or tabs, are provided for entering and changing protocols, documentation and 
progress monitoring scores.  Students involved in multiple interventions have a drop-down menu 
on the student list to allow teachers and specialists to access each set of intervention monitoring 
data.  Documents that might be added to the system for a student include: 
 

1. Intervention Profiles for each intervention 
2. Individual Problem Solving Worksheet 
3. Developmental History 

 
The graphs in IPAS will automatically generate an aim line based on default criteria , including the 
time of year the student enters an intervention and the benchmark for the assessment used to 
monitor progress.  Aim line targets can be adjusted manually if there is a need to over-ride the 
system defaults.  Data points are added in real time whenever a specialist or teacher chooses.  Data 
points below the aim line appear in red, while data points above appear in green.  Interventions, 
including any changes in interventions over time, are marked by a vertical line that is labeled based 
on the Intervention Profile.  A trend lÉÎÅ ÍÁÒËÉÎÇ Á ÓÔÕÄÅÎÔȭÓ ÐÒÏÇÒÅÓÓ appears once there are 4 
progress monitoring data points after the implementation of an intervention.  A new aim line 
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appears after the implementation of each new intervention. The previous aim line continues to 
appear up to the point of the new intervention.  
 
IPAS is constructed to provide teachers and specialists with prompts and information to ensure 
that students are evaluated for changes in interventions if progress is not meeting the established 
aim line.  First, the student name is highlighted in red on the intervention list, then a prompt of a 
ÒÅÄ ÎÏÔÉÃÅ Ȱ)ÎÔÅÒÖÅÎÔÉÏÎ Change Indicatedȱ is included on the intervention score plot for that 
student.  An intervention change is indicated in IPAS in two cases: 
 

1. any time there are four consecutive data points below the aim line, OR 
2. there are six or more data points and the trend line results in a score below the aim line at 

the benchmark. 
 
IPAS does not require that an intervention for a student be changed when this prompt is shown.  
The prompt is merely meant as an alert to users that the student and their progress should be 
evaluated to determine whether a change should be made. 
 
Accessing IPAS 
 
IPAS is a web-based application developed and implemented at TTSD.  To assist other OrRTI 
districts, TTSD has also developed an external version of IPAS.  The system can be accessed by 
TTSD users via a link on the TTSD web site, within the TTSD Employee Portal.  Users must first log 
into the Employee Portal using their usual username and password.  The link to IPAS can then be 
found by selecting TTSD DepartmentsĄ Assessment ĄIPAS.  Once the log in page for IPAS appears, 
log in using your TTSD username and password. 
 
Users in other OrRTI districts may access IPAS at https://orrti -ipas.org/.  Log in using whatever 
username and password were assigned by your IPAS administrator. 
 
There are four levels of access to IPAS : 
 

1. System Administrator  ɀ has access to all DISTRICT data; ability to maintain all system lists, 
2. District User ɀ has access to all DISTRICT data; data entry and manipulation privileges, 
3. School User ɀ has access to all SCHOOL data; data entry and manipulation privileges, and 
4. Teacher ɀ has read only access at assigned grade level; can examine data, documents, print, 

etc. 
 
Data Input  
 
Group data can be uploaded by transferring a data set (i.e., DIBELS) into an Excel spreadsheet, 
creating the proper format, and then uploading into IPAS. This is normally done by the system 
administrator , but can be done by district and school users.  Student, screening, and progress 
monitoring data can be input directly into the system from several points in the system. This is 
done by district or school users.

Accessing IPAS 

 
IPAS is a web-based application developed and implemented at TTSD. To assist other OrRTI 
districts, TTSD has also developed an external version of IPAS.  The system can be accessed via a 
link on the TTSD web site, within the TTSD Employee Portal.  Users must first log into the Employee 
Portal using their usual username and password.  The link to IPAS can then be found by selecting 
TTSD DepartmentsĄ Assessment ĄIPAS.  Once the log in page for IPAS appears, log in using your 
TTSD username and password.   
 
Users in other OrRTI districts may access IPAS at https://orrti -ipas.org/.  Log in using whatever 
username and password were assigned by your IPAS administrator.  Figure 1 shows the IPAS log in 
page.

The default screen at login is the Home page, as shown in Figure 2.

in the upper left corner of the screen.  For users with access to more than one school, this is an 
active link that will allow you to select a school to view.  The primary navigation menu appears at 
the top of the screen, and is visible everywhere in the system.  The default year will be the current 
school year.  To view historical data, select the year in the upper left on the menu bar.  To log out of 
IPAS, click on the Sign Out button in the upper right. 
 
Main menu options include:

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1. Home ɀ returns a user to the Home page, 

2. Documents ɀ accesses online copies of documents, e.g., How EBIS Works, Individual Problem 
Solving Worksheet, and Developmental History, 

3. Screening ɀ tools to analyze screening test scores for all students for the purposes of 

identifying students in need of progress monitoring,  

4. Progress Monitoring ɀ view student progress across all interventions, 
5. Intervention Planning ɀ manage interventions for all students in progress monitoring, 
6. Data Entry ɀ enter screening or weekly progress monitoring scores for all students being 

monitored, 
7. Reports ɀ create and print reports, and 
8. Contacts ɀ shows a list of contacts for help and system information. 

The home page also contains links to the menu choices for Screening & Identification, Progress 
Monitoring & Data Analysis, Data Entry, Intervention Planning & Placement, and Reports.  Each of 
these links goes to the same page as the page opened using the above menu options.  Every page 
can be reached from any other page directly, making system navigation straightforward and simple. 

Entering Screening Scores 
 
Perhaps the first thing to do in IPAS is to enter a list of students who have been screened, along 
with their screening scores and additional information.  This can be accomplished through three 
methods: importing data for large groups of students, entering screening data for groups of 
students already in the IPAS system, or entering individual student data. 

Data from universal screening assessments, such as DIBELS data for elementary students and Maze 
data for middle school students, will typically be imported by the IPAS administrator in the District 
office. When teachers or specialists open IPAS, this data may already be loaded in the system.  If it is 
not, then students must be entered into the system from the Screening & Identification page, as 
discussed below.  Individual student data collected from screening assessments will typically be 
entered by the Literacy Specialist, Instructional Coordinator, or Instructional Assistant responsible 
for collecting the data, or others with user rights that include data input.  Screening scores may be 
entered as individual student data is entered, or they may be entered for groups of students already 
in the system from the Data Entry page, also discussed below.  4ÈÅ ÒÅÍÁÉÎÄÅÒ ÏÆ ÔÈÉÓ ÕÓÅÒÓȭ ÇÕÉÄÅ 
follows the IPAS menu system, describing the functions of each menu page in the order that they 
are likely to be used. 

Documents  

The Documents page on the IPAS main menu, shown in Figure 3, shows a list of documents 
available for download through the system.

Currently, there are twelve documents provided with the IPAS system:

2. EBIS Secondary Handbook ɀ details the EBIS process for secondary schools 
3. Definition of IPAS Test Measures ɀ a list of the measures included in IPAS,

5. IPAS Frequently Asked Questions ɀ a list of helpful questions and answers, 
6. IPAS Quick Reference Guide ɀ a two-page quick start guide to IPAS, 
7. IPAS Short Reference Guide ɀ a one-page list of IPAS functions, 
8. MAZE Norms ɀ the standard performance norms for the MAZE reading screening, 
9. Missing Number Norms ɀ performance norms for the AIMSweb Test of Early Numeracy 

Missing Number assessment, 
10. Math Computation Norms - performance norms for the AIMSweb Test of Early Numeracy 

Math Computation assessment, 
11. ORF Growth Rates ɀ DIBELS ORF expected growth rates by grade, and 
12. Fuchs and Fuchs Math Norms ɀ performance norms for the Fuchs and Fuchs math 

assessement. 

Simply click on the name of any document to download a copy of that document, then follow the 
instructions in the browser for printing or saving the file. 

Screening & Identification  
 
The screening and identification page in IPAS allows a user to view lists of students and their 
screening scores.  Users may sort, group, or filter student lists, thereby identifying students who 
may need an intervention, or locating student already in an intervention.  The Screening & 
Identification page also provides a means to add, edit, or delete students in the system, as well as 
adding screening scores for individual students.  It is also from this page, that students are added to 
the intervention pool in IPAS as they are identified as needing an intervention by the responsible 
staff. 
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Constructing a Student List  
 
The first step in analyzing student data is constructing the list of students to display.  On the 
Screening & Identification page, select a Subject as shown in Figure 4.

Once a subject is selected, all of the information required to refine the student list is displayed.  This 
information includes a mandatory selection of: 
 
¶ assessment, 
¶ grade, and 
¶ benchmark period. 

 
The remainder of the information on the parameter selection screen is optional data that will be 
displayed in the resulting student list if selected.  These data include: 
 
¶ screening threshold, 
¶ score percentile, 
¶ DIBELS risk status, 
¶ DIBELS instructional recommendation, 
¶ student race/ethnicity, 
¶ student program assignments, e.g. SpEd, ELL, etc., 
¶ any or all of three intervention teachers. 

 
The student list parameter selection screen is shown in Figure 5.

Generate the student list after all parameters are selected by clicking Refresh List at the bottom of 
the screen.  For ease of viewing, the parameter selection box can be minimized by clicking the 
Show/Hide link in the upper right corner of the box.  Click the link again to show the box. 
 
Sorting, Grouping, and Filtering the St udent List  
 
A sample student list is shown in Figure 6.

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Excluding the Actions and check box columns on the right of the student list, all data in the list can 
be sorted on the value in a column by clicking on the column name.  Clicking once sorts ascending, 
twice descending, and three times returns to the unsorted list.  The data in the list can be grouped 
by values in a column (e.g. teacher name) by clicking and dragging the column name to the light 
blue band at the top of the table.  The list can be filtered to include fewer items, for example, to find 
a particular student or identify all students with a particular score on an assessment, by entering 
the value in the filter box at the top of each column, then clicking on the filter icon.  Options for 
filtering include contains, starts with, ends with, equal to, greater than, or less than, and are 
accessed through the drop down arrow at the right of the box where the filter criteria is entered. 
 
Managing Students Included in the IPAS Student List 
 
Students may be added, exited, or deleted from IPAS on the Screening & Identification student list.  
Student data also may be edited from here.  Editing, exiting, or deleting students from IPAS is 
accomplished using the Actions button on the left side of the student list, as shown in Figure 7.

Student data may need to be edited for changes in student name, grade or teacher, among others.  
Click the Edit Student link to open the data editing window, as shown in Figure 8.  Data that can be 
changed for a student include: 
 
¶ student eSIS ID, 
¶ student school district ID, 
¶ current school, 
¶ last name, 
¶ first name, 
¶ birth date, 
¶ race/ethnicity,  
¶ grade, 
¶ teacher, 
¶ any of three intervention teachers, or 
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¶ program assignments. 
 
Please note that this is the only place within IPAS where teachers and intervention teachers can be 
entered for a student.  Therefore, when a student is entered into an intervention and progress

Student ID, school ID, last name, first name, and birth date are text fields so any data can be entered.  
Current school and ethnicity are pre-defined pick lists, so that appropriate data can be selected.  For 
teachers and intervention teachers, a name can be typed in, or selected from an existing list.  Once a 
new name is entered, it will be included in the pick list for other students.  Click Continue to save 
data, or cancel to exit without saving changes. 
 
Students periodically move around within the school district, and sometimes exit the school 
district.  With the Exit Student link on the Actions menu, a student can be removed from their

IPAS administrative user then adds the student to their new school, and the specialist at that school 
has access to their history of intervention and progress monitoring.  Users will be asked to confirm 
exiting the student, as shown in Figure 9.  Click OK to remove the student from your school list, 
Cancel to close the window without exiting the student.

If a student leaves your district, and you are sure you will never need the progress monitoring 
history again, the student can be deleted from IPAS using the Delete Student link under Actions.  As 
always, be very certain that the student can be completely removed, as this action cannot be 
undone.  IPAS will ask you to confirm the deletion, as shown in Figure 10.  Click OK to confirm, 
Cancel to exit without deleting the student.

If the student is new to the district, or has never been screened, the Add New Student link at the top 
of the student list is used.

student is already included in IPAS, all of the student information will be retrieved on the next 
screen.  If not the next screen will be blank, as shown in Figure 12.  The add new student function 
requires the following information: 
 

1. enter the District ID,  this should be the same as the eSIS ID, 
2. select your school from the drop down list, 
3. enter Last Name, First Name, Birthdate, Ethnicity, Grade, Teacher, and Intervention Teacher 

as requested, and 
4. click Save to add the data.

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After all information for the student is entered, click save to proceed to the next page, click cancel to 
exit without saving.  IPAS allows users to enter a screening score as the student is entered in the 
system.  When save is selected on the page above, IPAS opens a page to enter a screening score, as 
shown in Figure 13.  To add a screening score: 
¶ select a domain (subject), 
¶ select a measure, 
¶ enter a date the screening was conducted, and 
¶ enter a score. 

 
Click save to save the score for the student.  As noted on the IPAS page, users do not have to enter a 
score at this time.  Scores for individual or groups of students may be added under the IPAS Data 
Entry page, as discussed below.  If no score is to be entered as the student is added to IPAS, leave 
this page blank and click Save.

Identifying and Adding Students to Interventions  
 
If, as a result of the screening process, a student is identified as needing an intervention, IPAS is

identifying students who may need interventions through the screening Threshold parameter that 
is set from the student list parameter selection window, as shown in Figure 14.

Per EBIS guidelines, the default threshold for at risk students in any screening is the lowest 20 
percent of scores.   IPAS  highlights those students in the lowest 20 percent in pink on the student 
list, as shown in Figure 15, which has the list further sorted by ORF score to bring the lowest 20 
percent of student scores to the top of the list.  An additional 10 percent of student scores are 
highlighted in yellow, to allow teachers and specialists to consider the needs of these students as 
well.  The screening threshold value may be changed as the list is generated, and IPAS will then 
highlight the percentage chosen in pink, with an additional 10 percent in yellow.

 Once a student is identified as needing an intervention, that student must be added to the 
intervention pool.   The leftmost column on the student list is a checkbox.  To add students to the 
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intervention pool, check that box for students, then click Add Students to Intervention Pool in the 
upper left of the table, as shown in Figure 16.

This step merely adds them to the pool of students needing intervention and progress monitoring.

monitoring page for that student when selected.  However, at this point, the student is not 
connected to any measure for progress monitoring, or in any intervention within IPAS.  IPAS allows 
users to enter progress monitoring and intervention information for the selected students at this 
time, but it also allows progress monitoring and interventions to be set up for groups of students 
under the Intervention Planning page, dicussed below.  The screen that results when the Add 
Students to Intervention Pool link is selected is shown in Figure 17.

later, or click Next to add progress monitoring information now.  Figure 18 shows the resulting 
page.  The list of measures in which the student may be progress monitored includes all of the 
measures available for the subject and grade combination selected when the student list was 
generated.  Add any or all of the measures by selecting the appropriate check boxes.  Click Save to 
save the progress monitoring selections, or Cancel to exit and enter progress monitoring at another 
time.

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The next step is to choose whether to enter intervention information at this time, as shown in 
Figure 19.

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The information that can be added for any intervention is: 
¶ start date, 
¶ current student grade, 
¶ targeted skill for the intervention, 
¶ up to 3 curricula being used for the student for this intervention, selected from the curricula 

provided in the EBIS protocol, 
¶ the group size of the intervention, 
¶ the frequency of the intervention, 
¶ the duration of each intervention group, and 
¶ an comments. 

 
Click Save to save the information added, or Cancel to exit without saving. 
 
Remember that none of the progress monitoring or intervention information is required to add a 
student to the intervention pool.  If only the first step of the above process is done, a space in the 
progress monitoring section of IPAS will be created for that student, and the students name will 
become an active link to the Progress Monitoring page.  This page will not have a progress 
monitoring graph or an intervention list until more data for the student is added under the 
Intervention Planning page in IPAS.  Adding students to progress monitoring and interventions 
from this page is discussed below. 
Exporting Student Lists  
 
It may sometimes be useful to export a particular student list to other formats, then use that list 
outside of IPAS.  As shown in Figure 21, IPAS allows users to export student lists to PDF, Excel and 
Word.

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Simply click on the link for the desired format, follow the instructions on the screen to browse and 
select the folder to save the new list to, then edit and use the new file as needed. 
 
Intervention Planning & Placement  
 
The second option for defining progress monitoring and interventions for students who need them 
is provided in IPAS under the Intervention Planning & Placement menu option.  This page is shown 
in Figure 22.

Note that there are two links at the top of the page, Progress Monitoring and Interventions.  This 
page is designed to add groups of students into progress monitoring or interventions in a single 
step.  Also note that, in order to appear in any lists provided in this page a student MUST have 
already been added to the intervention pool on the Screening page.  Finally, if, when the student 
was added to the intervention pool from the Screening student list, they were also added to 
progress monitoring and an intervention, they will not appear on any list generated on this page. 
 
For both the Progress Monitoring and the Interventions pages under Intervention Planning, several 
pieces of information must be entered in order for a list to be generated.  These include: 
¶ domain, or subject, 
¶ student grade, and 
¶ measure, i.e. ORF, LNF, or MN. 

 
Once these are entered, a Search button will appear with the list, as shown in Figure 23.  Users may 
search and generate a student list with just the above data, or they may specify a teacher name or a 
student name to refine the list further.  For both Progress Monitoring and Interventions, click 
Search to generate a student list.

On the Progress Monitoring page, the resulting student list will show only those students who have 
been added to the intervention pool, but have not yet been selected for progress monitoring in a 
specific measure, as shown in Figure 24.  Again, the advantage of adding students to progress 
monitoring on this page in IPAS is that users may add whole groups of students into progress 
monitoring for the same measure at the same time.  Students are added by checking the box next to

To enter students who are in the intervention pool and identified within IPAS as being progress 
monitored, from the Interventions page, select list parameters as shown in Figure 25.  Note that the 
method is identical to specifying parameters to generate the list for adding students to progress 
monitoring.  When all necessary parameters are specified, select Search to generate the student list.

The resulting screen is shown in Figure 26.  Note that the resulting list includes all students being 
progress monitored for the specified measure, whether or not they are already in an intervention.  
This function of IPAS is then useful both for adding groups of or single students to their first 
intervention, or for adding new, or changing interventions for students already receiving help.  If a 
teacher has a group of students in an intervention that is not working as well as needed, all of those 
students may have their interventions changed at once within IPAS. 
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To add a group of (or a single) students to an intervention, first select the students by checking the

information that may be defined includes: 
¶ start date, 
¶ current student grade, 
¶ targeted skill for the intervention, 
¶ up to 3 curricula being used for the student for this intervention, selected from the curricula 

provided in the EBIS protocol, 
¶ the group size of the intervention, 
¶ the frequency of the intervention, 
¶ the duration of each intervention group, and 
¶ comments.

All students entered into progress monitoring, either through the Screening student list or through 
the Intervention Planning page, will have a page under the Progress Monitoring & Data Analysis 
menu in IPAS.  The initial Progress Monitoring screen in IPAS is shown in Figure 27.

Note that the page is divided into two panes.  The student selection, or navigation, pane is on the 
left, and the progress monitoring pane is on the right.  Until a student is selected, no information 
will appear in the progress monitoring pane. 
 
The bulk of the functionality of the IPAS system is implemented through the Progress Monitoring 
pages that show the intervention tracking and progress monitoring.  As noted above, the 
intervention information pages can be accessed for a particular student by clicking on the active 
link student name on the Screening student list, as well as directly from the Progress Monitoring 
page.  The main differences in these approaches is that the former shows the progress monitoring 
graph and other intervention information tabs initially, while the latter shows only the navigation 
pane. 

The Navigation Pane 

The left side of the screen for the Progress Monitoring page is a navigation pane.  As shown in 

Figure 27, the navigation pane allows users to select students to view by teacher, intervention 

teacher, and grade.  By default, IPAS only displays students who are currently in active 

interventions, as shown by the check mark in the Show Active Only box in Figure 27.  Students who 

have achieved their benchmarks may have interventions discontinued.  These students can be 

marked as inactive (as discussed in the section describing the progress monitoring graph below) so 

that they remain in IPAS, but no longer appear in the progress monitoring student list.  To view 

both active and inactive students in the progress monitoring student list, uncheck the Show Active 

Only box.  To select students of a particular teacher, click the arrow on the drop-down teacher list, 

as shown in Figure 28.

Similarly, the intervention teacher can be selected by clicking the arrow on the drop-down 
intervention teacher list.  For each teacher and/or intervention teacher, a grade list appears in the 
navigation pane (Figure 27).  Each grade in the list is preceded by a plus sign, indicating that a list of 
students exists for that teacher and grade.  Clicking on that plus sign shows the student list for that 
teacher and grade, as shown in Figure 29.

Students are listed by last name and first name.  Student names that are highlighted in red in the 
navigation pane are students for whom an intervention change may be indicated.  In the EBIS 
Handbook, two criteria are defined for identifying when a student is not making adequate progress 
in an intervention, suggesting that an intervention might need to be changed for a student.   These 
criteria include:

The Progress Monitoring Pane 
 
The progress monitoring pane contains all of the intervention information for a student.  
Information in the progress monitoring pane is organized into tabs that open screens with different 
information , as shown in Figure 30.  The tabs include: 
¶ subject tabs ɀ pages with progress monitoring data for any subject in which a student is 

monitored, 
¶ student documents ɀ any documents stored in the system for a student, e.g. EBIS planning 

forms, and 
¶ history ɀ shows the entire history, over multiple years, of progress monitoring for that 

student. 
 

The progress monitoring pane also shows header information, which remains visible regardless of 
the tab selected.  As shown in Figure 30, this information includes: 
¶ student name, 
¶ student eSIS ID, 
¶ grade, 
¶ teacher, and 
¶ intervention teacher. 
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The Progress Monitoring Pane ɀ Subject Tab ɀ Progress Monitoring Graph  
 
The progress monitoring graph is the primary progress monitoring function in IPAS.  It shows in 
graphical form how a student is progressing against their initial scores and the assessment 
benchmark.  Benchmark scores and dates are consistent with those set in the intervention protocol 
that the student is following.  The first feature of the progress monitoring graph to note is the title.  
The title of the plot shows the name of the assessment and the grade the student is being monitored 
in, the benchmark target score and the benchmark date.  Vertical lines showing the dates of new 
interventions are also included in the graph.  Each of those lines will include the name of the 
intervention and the date the intervention began.  By default, the horizontal axis of the graph begins 
on the first day of school and extends to the benchmark date for the measure being monitored. 
 
Note in Figure 30 that, if a student is being monitored against more than one measure for a subject, 
in this case ORF and ORF-Accuracy in Reading, thumbnails for each measure are provided at the top 
of the screen.  Click on the thumbnail graph for a measure to view the full-sized graph. 
 
The benchmark score and date, as well as the plot start dates and end dates may be changed by 
clicking the options link below the graph, as shown in Figure 31.

Change the plot start and end dates by clicking on the calendar link for each one.  Enter a new 
benchmark score as necessary.  Select Save Changes to save, or Cancel to exit without saving.  Select 
the delete monitoring information link to completely delete all progress monitoring information. 
 
Screening and progress monitoring scores can be entered for a student from this page by selecting 
the Scores link, as shown in Figure 32.   Select Add New Progress Score to enter a new score. Select 
a date for the score using the calendar link, enter the score and choose a score type (Screening or 
Progress Monitoring) from the drop down list.  Scroll right in the Edit Scores box and select Insert 
to add the score or Cancel to exit without saving.  Existing scores may be edited or deleted from the 
links on the right side of the Edit Scores box as well.  Click Close Window when all adding or editing 
is complete.

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Two other options are available for the progress monitoring graph, as shown in Figure 30.  Users 
may set monitoring to inactive by selecting the Uncheck to Make Measure Inactive box.  As noted 
above, in the navigation pane, a user may select to view only active intervention and monitoring, or 
to view all available intervention and monitoring.  If the box is unchecked, the monitoring becomes 
inactive.  To make it active again, uncheck the Show Active Only box in the Navigation Pane, locate 
the student in the student list, then check the Check to Make Measure Active Box, as shown in  
Figure 33. 
 
 
 

 

The final graph option available is the link to View Printable Graph, shown in Figures 30 and 33.  
This link allows users to view, print, and export and save a progress monitoring graph.  The 
resulting screen is shown in Figure 34.

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Graph annotations (all of the text within the graph frame) may be turned on and off by toggling the 
Show Annotations check box in the upper left corner.  Clicking the printer icon will print the graph 
displayed.  The drop down box in the center of the top bar allows users to export the graph to any of 
the following formats: 
 
¶ Acrobat (PDF), 
¶ CSV (comma delimited), 
¶ Excel 97-2003, 
¶ Rich Text Format (opens in Word),  
¶ TIFF file, and 
¶ Web Archive. 

 
Users have many options for saving information or printing it to present to staff meetings or to 
students or parents as necessary. 
 
Based on the initial screening score for a student, IPAS plots an aimline against which student 
progress is assessed.  The aimline shows the minimum progress a student must make over time in 
order to reach the benchmark score by the benchmark date, and thereby no longer need 
intervention and progress monitoring.  As shown in Figures 30 and 35, IPAS adjusts the aimline 
whenever a new intervention is begun.  On the graph, screening scores are shown as blue dots.  
Progress monitoring scores are red squares when they fall below the aimline and green stars when 
they fall above.  When four or more progress monitoring scores are entered into IPAS, the system 
calculates a trend line showing the predicted progress a student is making, as shown in Figure 35.   
This line is intended to represent the average progress the student is making against the 
benchmark.  It will allow teachers and specialists to assess whether the student is making adequate 
progress over time.  The aimline is always a solid line, and the trend line dotted.  Each time a new 
intervention is added to the progress monitoring graph, the trend line is reset, and will not plot 
again until four progress monitoring scores are logged after the new intervention.

In the EBIS Handbook, two criteria are defined for identifying when a student is not making 
adequate progress in an intervention, suggesting that an intervention might need to be changed for 
a student.   These criteria include: 
¶ Four or more consecutive scoreÓ ÔÈÁÔ ÆÁÌÌ ÂÅÌÏ× ÔÈÅ ÓÔÕÄÅÎÔȭÓ ÁÉÍ ÌÉÎÅȟ ÁÎÄ 
¶ Six or more progress monitoring scores recorded whose trend line results in a score below 

the benchmark score for the assessment. 
 
IPAS is designed to assist teachers and specialists in implementing student interventions, so it will 
place a notification for a student whose progress monitoring scores meet either of the two criteria 
above.  This notice box is shown in Figure 35.  Please note that this notification in no way REQUIRES 
a teacher or specialist to change an intervention, it is only meant to assist teachers and specialists in

the studentȭs progress and determines that no change is necessary, this notice can simply be 
ignored. 
 
The final function shown in Figure 30 is the ability to add any pertinent comments to the 
intervention.  The Comments box in the lower left section of the progress monitoring pane allows 
users to add any notes or comments which will be retained with the intervention and progress 
monitoring, as well as printed in Reports discussed below. To add anything new, simply click the 
Edit button and type the necessary notes.  Click the Save button to save the notes for this student, or 
Cancel to exit without saving.
