Letter Sounds

LS
	Start the stopwatch when the student says the first letter

If students get through a 60 second measure, stop timing them and record their score.
	If the student hesitates for 3 seconds on a letter, the letter is scored incorrect and the name/sound of the letter is provided


	“Remember to tell me the letter name.” (For LN)
“Remember to tell me the letter sound.”

(For LS)

Use the prompt only one time.  
	If the student does not get any correct letter names/sounds within the first 3 rows, discontinue the test and record a score of zero


	If the student makes an error, then self corrects within 3 seconds, the assessor writes “SC” above the letter and it is not counted as an error

If the letter or an entire row is skipped, then that letter or row is counted as incorrect

	Phoneme Segmenting

PS
	If students get through a 60 second measure, stop timing them and record their score.
Start timing when first word is presented and stop at 1 minute.  
	After 3 seconds, provide next word.
	The administrator gives 2 examples and the student is allowed to try the 3rd word.  
“Remember to tell me the sounds in the word.”
	This is a 60 second timed test. Do all items on the page. If the student has a score of zero after the first five words (the student simply repeats the word after it is provided, for example) stop the test and give the student a score of zero.


	Underline each phoneme the student says correctly. 

Put a slash through each phoneme the student misses. 

If the student repreats the entire word with no segmentation, circle the word and do not give any points.

	Word Reading Fluency (WRF)
	If students get through a 60 second measure, stop timing them and record their score.
Start timing after saying “Begin” and stop at 60 seconds. 


	After 3 seconds, score the word as incorrect and provide the correct word.  If necessary, point to the next word and say, “What word?” 
	If the student is unable to read any words in the first three rows, discontinue the test. 


	If a word or an entire row is skipped, the assessor should student find his/her place. This would not be counted as an error if the student reads the word correctly.



	Passage Reading Fluency (PRF)
	If students get through a 60 second measure, stop timing them and record their score.
Start timing after student says first word and stop at 60 seconds.  
	After 3 seconds, provide the next word.
	
	If the student does not read any words correctly in the first line of the first passage, discontinue the task and record a score of zero.


	At the end of the test, the assessor should fill in the spaces indicating Total Words Read, Errors, and Total Correct Words.
